Taizé chanting is a meditative style of worship, first sung in Taizé, France, which invites the singer
into contemplative prayer as the singing of the chant regulates the breath. The singing makes room
for a prayerful music during the chanting, and a prayerful silence after the singing ends. Please join
each chant when you feel ready to join it; we will repeat each chant a number of times. The cantor will
sing each song once, and then you are invited to join in, as the chant is repeated.

Holy Scripture Reading: John 15:1-4, 12-17

I am the true vine, and my Father is the
vine-grower.
